· 40% of people diagnosed with a high grade brain tumour will die within one year and just 19% of people will survive for five years or more.

· 62% of children who survive a brain tumour will be left with a life-altering, long-term disability.

· One in three people in the UK need to visit a medical professional more than 5 times before they receive their diagnosis of a brain tumour.
